*Limit of four (4) Exhibits per exhibitor.  One (1) entry per lot number.

1. Limit of four (4) Exhibits per exhibitor.  One (1) entry per lot number. 
2. All plants must be planted after September 1 of previous year and 4-6 weeks prior to fair dates.

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CLASS E:  LANDSCAPE AND HOME GROUNDS

132. Poster (14”x22”) on the care of new and old plants – pruning, fertilization, and cultivation. 
133. Exhibit of landscape plan.  Include before and after plans and/or pictures, along with story of progress made in
