4. Pen Rent – A pen rent of $.50 per rabbit will be charged and must be paid at the time of registration. 
5. Open Class judging is done face to face.  Rabbit is brought to the table by the Exhibitor.  Please be present or find 

someone to present the rabbit or the rabbit will not be judged. 
6. All specimens entered in this department will be judged by comparison, American Standard of Perfection shall govern.  

Any entries not fitting the class will be disqualified. 
7. The Manitowoc County Fair will not be responsible for any loss or damage to stock, but will exercise reasonable care 

in caring for exhibits. 
8. When enough rabbits are entered to fill the coops, all other entries will be returned. 
9. No more than one (1) rabbit of any breed can be entered in each lot number. 
10. Exhibitors are encouraged to padlock cages to prevent vandalism.  (Must be unlocked on Judging Day). 
11. Each exhibitor must furnish their own feed, feeding and watering utensils, bedding and care for their own rabbit on a 

daily basis.
